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Dear Mr. Boyd:

This s in response to the Petition for Rule Making you filed on August 26, 2002,
proposing the allotment of Channel 287A to Odessa, Texas, as the community’s sixth local FM
broadcast transmission service.

Your request is unacceptable for consideration as filed. Our engineering analysis
indicates that the site which you specify in your proposal (31-42-51 NL and 102-23-01 WL) can
not be site restricted to clear the license sites of Station KACT-FM. Channel 288A. Andrews,
Texas and Station KKJW, Channel 250C2, Stanton, Texas, because it would not comply with the
city grade coverage requirements described in Section 73.315 of the Commission’s Rules. The
proposed Class A facility is required to provide ¢ 70 dBu signal to the entire community of
Odessa from the requested site. Although the Commission’s concerns at the rule making stage
do not generally require detailed showings concerning the availability or suitability of a specific
transmitter site, we do, however require that a proposed site provide city grade coverage to an
entire community, in accordance with Section 73.315 of the Commission’s Rules.

Based on the above discussion, we are returning your Petition for Rule Making. You
may resubmit your petition provided that it is in compliance with Section 73.315 of the

Commission’s Rules.
