Strip club owners vow to tight restrictions

Supporters of the parish's new law regulating sexually oriented 
businesses left last week's Parish Council meeting in  Donaldsonville 
pleased with the council's decision, but aware that the matter may end 
up in court. 

Attorneys for the owners of local clubs were busy this week preparing 
to tile injunctions in federal court to stop the new law from getting on 
the books. 

The new law puts stricter regulations on local gentlemen's clubs 
including requiring the clubs to be licensed as sexually oriented 
businesscs and prohibiting patrons from placing tips on the dancers' 
bodies. 

The council adopted the new law Dec. 5 with only Councilman Shafter 
Kling voicing ob.jection. Two weeks ago, the council voted to delay 
action on the matter in a 6-5 vote with council chairman Thomas 
"Moose" Pearce voting to break a 5-5 tie. 

This time, Pearce said before the discussion on the matter that he 
wanted to make it clear that he "supported the law then and I support it 
tonight." Pearce said he voted to table the matter because he wanted 
more information on legal aspects of the law. He said he had met 
several residents and had assured them he was in support of the law. 

While supporters say the new law will not shut down the clubs, 
opponents are calling the provision a "death penalty" for the five 
gentlemen's clubs in the parish. 

Kathryn Goppelt and other members of the Ascension Family Forum 
presented the council with a proposal in June to enforce stricter 
regulations on sexually oriented businesses. The parish's Strategic 
Planning Committee hcard the issue and both sides attended the 
meetings held to discuss the two laws - one regulating where the clubs 
can locate and the other dealing with licensing of the clubs as sexually 
oriented businesscs. The zoning law was adopted unanimously last 
month without discussion.

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Kling, who said the gentlemen's clubs "are surely not for me," said he 
felt i t  was not fair for a small group of people to try to legislate 
morality in the parish. 

"If you  th ink they'll (supporters of the law) stop here, you're fooling 
yourself," Kling said, adding that he has been told the group would 
like to make Ascension Parish dry parish. 

Prior to the Dec. 5 vote, Goppelt said the law was "clean, 
constitutional and court-tested.'' She said that while the ordinance 
would not stop sexually oriented businesses from operating in the 
parish i t  would stop casual sexual contact between the dancer and the 
patrons and prevent the secondary negative effects of strip clubs. 

She said a not-for-profit legal foundation has agreed to defend the 
parish against any lawsuits. Parish legal advisor Jessie LeBlanc 
explained after the meeting that the Attorney General would have to 
approve the parish's request to accept the offer of free legal help from 
the Louisiana Law and Justice Foundation. 

Mark Simmons, attorney for Escapades, warned councilmen "you get 
what you pay for." After the meeting, Simmons said be would be filing 
for a temporary restraining order against the new law. 

Mark Sterner told councilmen that a vote against the law would be "a 
vote for live pornography." He added that a majority ofparish 
residents want the new restrictions placed on these types of businesses. 

Jay Triche, owner of Capital Utilities, questioned why the council did 
not consider "grandfathering" existing businesses and allow them to 
operate under present law. He said his office is located next to 
Cinnamin's and that since 1999 he has seen his property values 
increase four fold. He said the community has not deteriorated because 
of the clubs, but instead grown with a discount giant planning on 
locating across the street and 12 new subdivisions locating in the area 
from 1993- 1996. Triche also said he has not seen any sign of crime 
increasing in the area. 

Whit Cook, a Baton Rouge attorney representing Cinnamin's and 
Cinnamin's Secrets, said the proponents of the law are "asking you to 
ignore existing facts." He said the supporters of the law have not 
presented any facts that the clubs have caused problems in the parish. 

"It's not rational, it's not reasonable and it's irrelevant," Cook said 
Monday ofthe use of studies from other areas. He said that while the 
U.S. Supremc Court has ruled that communities do not have to 
perform their own studies on secondary negative effects, that case 
dealt with a community that did not have any existing gentlemen's 
clubs. He said Ascension Parish has had these types ofbusinesses for 
more than 35 years and no proof was presented pointing to a local

Cook said the new law will close the doors of the existing clubs 
bccause the dancers, who will likely not be able to earn as much 
money in tips, wIll Icave. 

Cook said he plans to file suit in federal court before the end of the 
year. He will ask for a temporary restraining order to stop the new 
rules from becoming law. 

Proponent Lou Goppelt said the law is needed to prevent folks like 
Larry Flynt, publisher of Hustler magazine, from locating clubs in the 
area. Goppelt said the proposed westbank transportation center could 
attract such proprietors.

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Clerks' letter goes unanswered by state elections officials

commenting on a faxed letter Commissioner Suzanne Terrell received 

I last week from 13 clerks of court complaining about problems they 
have had in the election process since Terrell took office two years 

I "I have not seen the official document and I don't respond to faxed 
things," said Terrell's chief of staff, Pat Bergeron. 

Ascension Clerk of Court Kermit "Hart" Bourque said the letter was 
sent because clerks across the state have questions about changes 
Terrell has made since taking office in 2000 that resulted in reduced 
staff and other cost-cutting measures. 

Bourque said the timing of the letter had nothing to do with politics or 
Terrell's run for the Senate. 

"This was not a political issue with my oftice," Bourque said, adding 
that he thought the letter was going to be sent after the election. 

The letter was faxed to Terrell's office Dec. 2. 

Bourque said budget cuts implemented by Terrell resulted in fewer 
machine mechanics and no new training materials needed for 
commissioners. He said the outdated training materials did not address 
new equipment put in  place in  the last two years. 

"We're operating in a system eight to 10 years old and many of the 
training guides do not apply to the new machines we use in 
Ascension," Bourque said. 

The lctter cites problems with improper installation of ballots, 
outdatcd training materials, problems with storing voting machines, 
inadequate pay for commissioners and voters being improperly locked 
out of certain elections. 

Bourque said clerks with the Board of Directors of the Louisiana 
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Clerks of Court Association signed the letter after two years of not 
heing able to yet a meeting with Terrell. 

"Why would she not want to meet with the clerks who handle elections 
in this state?" Bourque asked. He added that clerks have had meetings 
with members of her staff, but efforts to set up meetings with Terrell 
have been unsuccessful. 

He said clerks have been discussing sending the letter for more than a 
year, long before she decided to run for the U.S. Senate. 

Bourque said Terrell made much in her campaign of the fact that she 
worked to eliminate her office. Bourque pointed out that the legislature 
was going to eliminate her office whether or not she was elected. 

"It had nothing to do with her, i t  was going to be merged with the 
Secretary of State's office anyway,'' Bourque said. 

Bourque highlighted his concerns with Terrell earlier this year when 
he spoke before the Ascension Chamber of Commerce. He said Terrell 
seemed to have a problem with the way clerks were doing business, 
but did not take the time to meet with the clerks to go over her 
concerns. 

Terrell lost her bid for U.S. Senate over the weekend. 
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
