Dear Mr. Chairman:

The Commission is requesting comment on an APCO proposal to open up coordination services
in the public safety pool below 470 MHz. Alpha Wireless Communications supports the APCO
Petition and recommends that the Commission go further to allow any public safety or
industrial/business coordinator to perform frequency coordination in either pool of frequencies.

As noted by many others in this docket, public safety coordination leaves much to be desired.
Prices are high; speed of service is low; and customer service is rarely satisfactory. In our
experience, coordination in the industrial/business pool through our chosen coordinator takes a
month less than public safety coordination, and is done right the first time without the high
coordination fees. These benefits have been accomplished through competition in the
industrial/business pools and could be achieved in the public safety pool, if the Commission
opened up coordination to both pools.
