As reported (in passing) in this week's New York Times, in the article 
"The Trouble With Corporate Radio: The Day the Protest Music Died" (Feb. 
20, 2003). the city of Minot, North Dakota, was surrounded by a poison gas 
cloud on January 18. 2003. The absentee owners of the local radio 
station, Clear Channel, had neither anyone manning the booth, nor 
answering the phone. Combined with a failure of the town's emergency 
alert system, proper safety warnings could not get out to the people of 
Minot. 300 people were injured. 

There have been many arguments about whether corporate consolidation is 
good for music variety. I would suggest that the Minot story strongly 
shows that, in this age of heightened alerts and terror warnings, when the 
American people may have to be warned of dangers both local and national, 
that consolidation is bad for American safety 

If I understand correctly, the American people gives time on the airwaves 
to companies in order that they may serve our interests, whether through 
entertainment or timely information. Those licenses can be recalled if 
our interests are not served. I ask you to strongly consider the terms 
under which Clear Channel and other large corporations can hold an entire 
city's worth of licenses, and to revoke those that are held 
inappropriately. By doing so, you will help ensure that American safety 
is preserved and the homeland is defended

Unlike other industries where deregulation has benefited the entire 
country by increasing competition and lowering consumer costs, 
deregulation of the media will only benefit large media bottomlines and 
damage America, fundamentally. Easing media ownership and concentration 
limitations to reduce corporate costs may help large companies, but the 
reduced competition will narrow the scope and breadth of the news given 
to the general population. With less information given, we may not be 
able to discern for ourselves just what the truth is. If the people are not sufficiently informed, how can we 
govern ourselves? Democracy will be in trouble. 

Perhaps easing media ownership and concentration limits has already 
gone too far. Good journalistic reporting is increasingly hard to find. 
Examples: I am finding it difficult to understand why so much of the world population hates us? Or, why 
our "friends" won't back us in our Iraq policy? Or, why there isn't more indepth coverage of war protests 
here at home? Or, why we are in lockstep with President Sharon of Israil when it seems a more 
evenhanded policy would be benifical in the Middle East? 

Reporting all points of view on a subject is vital. When I was a child my hometown had two small weekly 
newspapers. I asked my father (who worked for one of the papers as did my grandfather at the time) why 
our town needed two newspapers. His reply was that the other newspaper was a Republican newspaper 
and that the paper he worked for was a Democratic newspaper. Enough said. 

I don't want a handful of owners or a few chief executives telling me what the truth is. I want to figure it 
out on my own I believe this is not only my right as a citizen but a duty to my Country to be informed. A 
strong democracy depends upon an informed citizenry. Therefore, Democracy depends upon a free and 
diverse media. In the Federal Agency where I served my Country for over 30 years there is an inscription 
in the foyer of the headquarters building. "Ye shall know the truth and the truth shall make you free". 
Please protect our sources for discerning the truth.
