American Citizens, and myself.

At the meeting, we promised copies of our Initial Comments,
Supplemental Comments, Reply Comments, and the Statement of
National Urban League President Hugh Price, all of which are in
the record.

We described how our "'Staged Implementation Plan™ (described in
our Comments and Reﬁly Commentsg might operate in practice as a
means of ensuring that iIf deregulation causes harm to competition,
diversity, minority ownership or localism, the Commission could
apply the brakes until 1t cures the problem.

We also explained our proposal for Diversity Credits as a market
mechanism to incentivize diversity. If the plan were designed
well, most "‘command and control™ regulation would be unnecessary.

Secretary.
