This is to update a letter dated March 7, 2003, in which Qwest Communications
International Inc. (“Qwest”) advised the Commission that it would be considering additional
steps to improve control over cross-connect panels that Qwest had leased from Triumph
Communications. This matter is resolved. In the course of evaluating this matter further, it has
been determined that the out-of-region interLATA service previously provided using the leased
cross-connect panels is no longer used. Qwest has made each of the relevant circuits inoperable
and will be canceling the equipment lease for the cross-connect panels.
