Instead of acknowledging this new reality and freeing telecom companies to invest and bring new services
to consumers, today’s decision preserves the status quo of lost jobs, corporate subsidies, illegal rules and
diminished investment. It is a loss for American consumers, telecom employees and advocates of real
reform.

This decision allows the giant long distance companies to continue cherry picking the highest margin
customer without providing any benefits to the average consumer.
