PETITION FOR RULE MAKING

Harlan Communications, Inc. (“HCI”), licensee of Station KXCL(FM), Yuba City,
California, by its counsel, and pursuant to Section 1.401 of the Commission’s Rules, hereby
requests that the Commission amend the FM Table of Allotments to delete Channel 280B1 at
Yuba City, California, allot Channel 280A to Lincoln, California as that communtty’s first local
service, and modity the license of KXCL to reflect operation on Channel 280A at Lincoln,
Califormia. If this Petition is granted, HCI will ftle an application for Channel 280A at Lincoln
and will construct the authorized facilities 1f its application is granted.

A. Technical Analysis

1. As demonstrated in the Engineering Statement, Channel 280A can be allotted to
Lincoln, California at coordinates 38-54-31 North Latitude, 121-23-09 West Longitude
consistent with Section 73.207 of the Commission’s Rules. See Exhibit E, Figure 1. A Class A
70 dBu signal can be provided to Lincoln from the proposed reference point. See Exhibit E,
Figure 2. The relocation of KXCL to Lincoln will result in a net gain in population of 319,300
persons within the 70 dBu signal from the station. See Exhibit E, Figure 3. No underserved
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areas will exist as a result of the deletion of Channel 280B1 from Yuba City. See Exhibit E,
Figure 4. The majority of the loss area will continue to enjoy at least five local services with a
small portion receiving four local services. This is consistent with other reallotments granted by
the Commission. See Scappoose and Tillamook, Oregon, 15 FCC Red 10899 (2000); Detroit
Lakes and Barnesville, Minnesota, 16 FCC Red 22581 (2001); Earle, Arkansas, et al., 10 FCC
Red 8270 (19935).

B. Change in Community of License

2. HCI desires to change the community of license of Station KXCL from Yuba City
to Lincoln under the guidelines set forth in Amendment of the Commission’s Rules Regarding
Muaodification of FM and TV Authorizations to Specifyv a New Community of License, 4 FCC Red
3870 (1989), recon. granted in part, 5 FCC Red 7094 (1990) (“Community of License™). There,
the Commission stated that a station may change its community of license without subjecting the
license to other expressions of interest if (1) the proposed allotment is mutually exclustve with
the current allotment; (2) the current community of license will not be deprived of its only local
service; and (3) the proposed arrangement of allotments is preferred under the Commission’s
allotment priorities. These criteria are met here. First, the proposed use of Channel 280A at
Lincoln is mutually exclusive with the current use of Channel 280B1 at Yuba City. See Exhibit
E., Figure 1. Second, Yuba City will not be deprived of its only local service because it will
continue to be served by Stations KOBO(AM) and KUBA(AM). Third, the provision of a first
local service at Lincoln (population 11,205)I under Priority 3 will result in a preferential
arrangement of allotments over the retention of a third local service at Yuba City (population
36,758) under Priority 4 See Revision of FM Assignment Policies and Procedures, 90 FCC 2d 88

(1982).
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3. Lincoln is not located in an Urbanized Area and the proposed 70 dBu contour of
KXCL will cover less than 50% of any Urbanized Area, thus avoiding any concern with the
relocation of stations from rural to urbanized areas. See Headland, Alabama and Chattahoochee,
Florida, 10 FCC Red 10352 (19553).

4. The City of Lincoln is located in the northernmost region of South Placer County
near the Sierra Foothills, and offers its residents a small town atmosphere. Incorporated in 1890,
Lincoln was named after real estate magnate Charles Lincoln Wilson. According to the 2000
U.S. Census, the population of Lincoln was 11,205. The U.S. Post Office associates ZIP code
95648 with Lincoln, and operates a U.S. Post Office there. Lincoln is governed by a five
member City Council, which oversees City operations and guides future city development. The
City Manager carries out the policies and programs of Lincoln as directed by the City Council.
All City services are under the direction of the City Manager. Lincoln provides its own police
and fire services. The Lincoln Police and Fire Departments fall under the jurisdiction of the City
Manager’s office. Residents worship at a variety of churches, including Church of the Nazarene,
Heritage Church, Mt. Pleasant Baptist Church, St. Joseph Catholic Church, and Victory Chapel.
Lincoln Christian Life Center is also a part of the community. See Exhibit 1.

5. Additionally, Lincoln is home to many businesses and commercial
establishments. A number of these businesses identify with the community by using “Lincoln”
as part of their name, for example: Lincoln Automotive Center; Lincoln Chinese Restaurant;
Lincoln Florist & Gifts; Lincoln Ice & Beverage Company; Lincoln Messenger; Lincoln Septic
Tanks; and Lincoln Travel & Cruise. There are numerous other local businesses. Among the
ctvic associations located in Lincoln are the Woman’s Club of Lincoln, the Lincoln Chamber of

Commerce, the Lincoln Volunteer Center, and MOMS Club of Lincoln. The Lincoln City

" Al populations taken from U S. Census Bureau’s 2000 census figures.
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Library, constructed with clay block from Lincoln’s Gladding McBean Clay Factory, opened its
doors on September 1, 1909. The library houses approximately 16,000 volumes, and is used by
4,000 cardholders. The library is open Monday, Wednesday and Friday from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00
p.m. as well as Tuesday and Thursday from 12:30 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. Lincoln also boasts a local
newspaper, the Lincoln News Messenger, which is published weekly. The Lincoln Regional
Airport, the largest airport in Placer County, is a regional center for generai and corporate
aviation, and falls under the jurisdiction of the Lincoln Department of Public Works. See
Exhibit 1.

6. If this Petition is granted, HCI will file an application for Channel 280A at

Lincoln and expeditiously construct the facilities.

II. CONCLUSION

Grant of this petition is in the public interest because Lincoln, California will receive its
first local service, with a net gain in population served of more than 300,000 persons. HCI
reiterates that if the Commission grants this petition, it will file an application and construct the
authorized facilities. The Commission should promptly issue a Notice of Proposed Rule Making

as described herein.

Exhibit E. Figure 2 is a map showing that the proposed class A 70 dBu contour from the
allocation site over 100% of Lincoln. Exhibit E. Figure 3 is a gain/loss study map. This
map demonstrates that channel 280A at Lincoln will provide a net population increase to
319.300 persons.

Exhibit .. I'igure 4 is a remaining services study. ‘This exhibit shows that no gray or
white arcas will exist as a result of the deletion of channel 280B 1 at Yuba City. Please

note that on this exhibit the 0.5 mV/m daytime contours for KNBR, KGO, and KFFBK are

ol the map, yer they encompass the entire loss area.
