I. The Audio Division has before it a Notice of Proposed Rule Making (“Notice™)' proposing the
allotment of Channel 254A 10 Bunnell, Florida,” as that Community’s first local aural transmission service.
Charles E. Harder filed a timely counterproposal seeking to allot Channel 254A 10 Palm Coast, Florida, as
Palm Coast’s first local aural transmission service.’” Mr. Harder has expressed his intent to apply for
Channel 254A if it is allotted to Palm Coast and. if authorized. to build a station there.

qualify as communilies o which an FM broadcast channel can be allotted pursuant to Section 307(b) of the
Communicaticns Act of 1934, as amended. Each community would be entitled to receive a preference
under priority (3} of the Commission’s FM Priorities.” becausc each community would receive its first local
broadeast radio service it Channel 254A were alletled 1o that community.  According to the 2000 U.S.
Census, Bunnell has a pooulation of 2,122 persons, while Palm Coast has a population of 32,732 persons.
Given the difierence 'n population of the two communities, we conclude that the public interest is served by
providing first focal aural transmission service to the larger community.” Therefore, we are allotting
Channei 254 A o Palin Coast, Florida.

2. Both Bunnell and Palm Coast are incorporated communities listed in the 2000 U.S. Census and

Florida. consistent with the requirements of Sections 73.207¢(b)(1) and
73.315(u) of the Commission’s Rules,” with a site restriction of 11 kilometers (6.8 miles) southeast of Palm
Coast.

4. Accordingly, pursuant to the authority contained in Sections 4(i}, Sic)(1), 303(g) and (r) and
307(h} ot the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, and Sections 0.6l, 0.204(b) and 0.283 of the
Commission’s Rules. IT 1S ORDERED, That etfective June 23, 2003, the FM Table of Allotments, Section
73.202tb) ot the Commission’s Rules IS AMENDED tor the community listed listed below, as follows:
