On July 23, 2003, Nickolas Davatzes, President & CEO of A&E Television
Networks, Johnathan Rodgers, President & CEO of TV One, and Jill Luckett of the
National Cable & Telecommunications Association, met with Commissioner Adelstein
and his legal advisor for media issues, Johanna Mikes.  In this meeting, Mr. Davatzes and
Mr. Rodgers reiterated cable program networks� opposition to giving broadcasters
another advantage over cable networks by requiring cable operators to carry
broadcasters� analog and digital signals during the transition or to carry broadcasters�
multicast digital signals after the transition.  They explained the significant negative
impact a dual or multicast must carry requirement would have on their businesses.  Mr.
Rodgers described his efforts to launch a new cable network aimed at African Americans
and said his attempts to gain cable carriage for such a network would be significantly
harmed by giving broadcasters additional must carry rights.
