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I hereby request that two of my proposals, that were dismissed in DA 03-366, be

reconsidered. They are Eureka, Nevada 300C, MB Docket 02-162, RM-10474; and Fallon,

Nevada 297C, MB Docket 02-163, RM-10475. This would be the first primary audio service for

Eureka, and the sixth primary audio service for Fallon.

I will point out that the counterproposal for Caliente, Nevada of 299C2 (MB Docket No.

01-135, RM-10154) has no affect on an Eureka, Nevada 300C. The required separation for a

Class C2 to Class C on first adjacent channel is 188 km. There is approximately 242 km between

Eureka and Caliente. I see no new changes for the Fallon 297C proposal.

Eureka is Eureka County Seat, and is in the southeast part of Eureka County. The other

four communities in Eureka County are in northern part of the county. The other Eureka County

communities are northwesterly of the Cortez Mountains. The Eureka station would probably not

serve the northern part of the county. Radio stations from Carlin and Elko probably serves the

northern part of Eureka County. Eureka County had a 2000 census population of 1,651 people. I

was unable to determine the 2000 census population of Eureka. Based on what I see from US

Highway 50, I would say that at least one-half of the county population is in the Eureka area.
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Eureka is the county seat for Eureka County. The hotels listed are: Best Western Inn,
Colonnade Hotel, Jackson House Hotel, Ruby Hili Motel, and Sundown Lodge. The local bank is
Nevada State Bank. Eureka Elementary School and Eureka High School are operated by Eureka
County School District. The County of Eureka Airport is northeast of Eureka. Eureka has Church
of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints, Catholic Rectory, and Diamond Valley Baptist Church.

An Eureka, Nevada 300A would provide service to most of the people residing in and
near Eureka. With all of the nearby mountains, an Eureka, Nevada 300C is very feasible to build.
An Eureka, Nevada 300C would provide wide area, primary service to travelers as they pass
through the area. I am one of the transient travelers. T lose the Ely stations long before I get to the
Eureka - White Pine County line. I have about three hours driving time between the time I am
able to receive signals in the Fallon-Reno area and the Ely area. For me a Eureka, Nevada 300C
would provide me with local primary service for most of the distance between about Ely and
Austin Summit. In the rest area, on Austin Summit, I can receive FM and television signals from
Fallon - Reno and the adjacent California area.

Depending on the selection of the mountain top transmitter site, a Eureka, Nevada 300C
could provide first primary audio service to portions of Eureka, I.ander, Nye, and White Pine
counties. I am looking at 3,235 meters above mean sea level Diamond Peak (39° 35' 6" N 115°
31' 28" W) on the Eureka - White Pine County Line for the transmitter site. This site would serve
the area mentioned. This site may only be helicopter accessible. I can only see an access road
being built from Nevada Highway 892.

I am requesting the reconsideration of Fallon, Nevada 297C. This will provide the sixth

audio service for Fallon. Because of the vacant Alturus, California 297C allotment, the transmitter
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site restriction is in the direction, from Fallon, that I want to build my transmitter site in.

For what I want to do with the Fallon FM station, I must have a Class C FM allotment. I
want to use a transmitter site that has line-of-sight with the area to the east of the Clan Alpine
Mountains. This will allow me to cover most of the area where I have marginal reception to the
west of Austin. I would also have to have line-of-sight with and a city grade signal over Fallon.
The only possible transmitter site is the radio site on top of, 2530 meters above mean sea level,
Fairview Peak. (My USGS Nevada state map shows two Fairview Peak. I am writing about the
Fairview Peak in Churchill County, and not the nearby Fairview Peak in Nye County.) A full .
facility Class C FM station will have a city grade signal for about 68 km from the transmitter site.
KVLV-FM is approximately 64 km from the summit of Fairview Peak. KVLV-FM is west-
northwest of Fallon. From Fairview Peak, this allotment would provide first or second primary
audio service to areas of Churchill, Landers, Mineral, and Nye Counties. Fairview Peak has a dirt
road that starts at US Highway 50, and terminates at the radio equipment site on Fairview Peak.

Also contained in the envelope is a petition for rule making for digital television stations
for Eureka and Fallon. From what I read on the FCC web page, under the new ownership rules, a
minimum of one radio station and one television station may be co-owned in the same market
regardless of the number of independent voices in the market.

To the best of my knowledge, the information contained in this document:is correct. If

approved, I will submit an application for construction permit for each allotment.
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
