I am sending this message in opposition to the B.P.L., broadband over power
lines. I am a active amature radio operator, and I

strongly beleive that if power companys were allowed to use the

power lines for transmission of high speed internet transmissions

all HF frequencies will be poluted with noise.

Causing interferance to services such as amature radio,commerical short wave
broadcast,miltary,avation,marine, VHF low band public service, and who knows what
else.

I have reviewed audio and video clips of a mobile test station

driving around power lines being used for test transmissions of

BPL, and was amazed of the strong interference all over the amature HF
spectrumn.

I hope that this practice will not be allowed to happen,which would

severly limit communication on 2 to 60 mhz.
