My husband, son and I recently got our radio licenses

and we love it.
It has given us more time together and simplified communications
and connections in our often busy lives. Even though my husband
and I are both degreed engineers, we were deterred from getting
our licences 20 years ago because of the previous Morse Code
requirement. Since the elimination of the Morse code requirement
for Technician licensing, family members, Cub Scout members and
friends have taken up this fun hobby. We know that “otherwise
qualified persons .. find the telegraphy requirement a barrier to
pursuing the purpose of the amateur service.”

Having our radios and licences allows us to connect in ways we
only dreamed of before that are just technically not feasible
with low powered family radio communications. Elimination of
the Morse code requirement would allow meaningful participation
by family members of all ages that would otherwise not be able
to enjoy this wonderful hobby. Even though Internet can
provide long distance communication with Echolink, we are
concerned about the overhead required in an emergency situation.
We consider HF communication better for emergency preparedness.
The elimination of the Morse Code requirement would encourage
more people to have HF equipment and proficiency in case of

an emergency.

I'm sure you know the rest of the reasons, these are just a
couple of our own.
