This petition is subdtted as an altannte- appmaGh to that p r w d  by a m e d y  filed 
NCVEC petition. 
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The NCVEC p&Mm suggests " , . rnatlual CW is just another one {mode) 
that deserves no qxcial priorit~''~. Petitioner but notes ddeting all 
testing would @ve CW less priority while knowledge of phone, RTTY, data. 
images, $$, p d ~ ~  and othm techtwlogk would continue to be required. 
Though t10 longer the most used mode of operation in the U,S, amateur wmice, 
CW remains the second by a large a@. If we we to best fbr use of phone 
privilqges, it reasonable to test CW skills f m  upplicanr Inreends fo 
oprufe  i h t  mode. 

The NCVEC pebtion mggats that VECs md VE ms: are mecesarily 
Mend by administering M o m  code matnitlations. While Petitioner doubts 
this is any more signifiant than, fm exmnple, adding mther entry level lice- 
clam (being tmsidered by NCVEC), the m n m  for wmburdmed VECs 
argues they be able opt out of Morse code testing (or the other mode privilege 
e l m t s 4  being propod by Petitiomx). The Commission may alm consider 
opting the gate for a d d i t i o d  VEC accreditation, if test average is affected by 
their inability to participate in all mode privilege element examinations. 

b e n t  rule allow s W m s  to me CW to identify, regardless of the hqumcy 
operated. Most stallions under automatic control we CW and there would be a 
s i ~ f i ~  cost penalty to f h n g  station owners either to psss a CW 
ex&tiotl or convert their quipmmt to use voice identifiation, Petitioner 
mrmnends allowing CW identification, even if the licensed m e r  m not 
copy it, The cast p d t y  of not allawing all stations to use CW fix 
identification would be too great.

7, Petitioner would agree that p w t h  ofthe amateur service m m g  students 
and young adults is wminB, an opinion that dmtumtely can't be b d e d  up 
with facts since the FCC &@bass no longer has  date of birth info&on, Still 
Pelitioner believes there is justificatim to make3 changes to the entry level 
licmge in order to attract youth into the swvim.
