protection to post-re-Banded 806-816/851-861 MHz users. This plan, as modified, now
promises to “virtually eliminate” interference from cellular mobﬂe radio service
(“CMRS”) to public safety by an average of 99 percent for current National Public Safety
Planning Advisory Committee (“NPSPAC"”) licensees, and by an averaée of 88 percent
for public safety licensees in the non-cellular block (809-814/854-859 MHz)". The State
is supportive of these proposed changes, which afford public safety enhanced interference
protection against both out of band emissions (OOBE) and intermodulation from CMRS.
3. The State is very encouraged to see relaxation of the minimum signal level thresholds -
which is necessary for reliable operation, and to protect public safety and private wireless
operators from CMRS interference?. Furthermore, all licensees operating in the non-
cellular 806-816/851—861 MHz band are now protected, not just those outside of the
previously defined 814—§16/859-861 MHz “"guard band". The proposed plan now
protects public safety licensees by lowering the median® desired levels required for
interference protection to —101 dBm for portable radios #nd ~104 dBm for mobile radios
in the area of interference*”. The key aspecf of these reduéed thresholds is that théy will
no longer require public safety systems to be designed on an interference-limited basis in
order to receive interference protection. This is extremely impqrtant to the State, and has
been reiterated time and again within many of our previousl filings.
4. The State supports the relief provided to licensees in the 851-861 MHz guard band
channels through the fe_moval of the mitigation threshold sliding scale’. The proposed

change prohibits CMRS to public safety interference on guard band channels resulting

from OOBE and intermodulation. The proposed plan will require CMRS to take the
same corrective actions for guard band licensees as they do for those who have relocated
to the “new” NPSPAC channels®. This eliminates our previous concerns that licensees
within international border areas would be for_ced into guard band operations, and thus

suffer under an unbearable minimum signal requirement in order to obtain interference

protection.

5. Our comments in the past only offered conditional support of the consensus plan. This

was mainly due to the high minimum threshold levels that were specified, and the lack of
guard band’ interference protection’. Higher threshold levels and lack of protection in
the guard band would have serious consequences on the design of future publip safety
radio systems due to an increased noise floor. Imposing these constraints on radio system
engineers requires systems to be designed on an interference-limited basis. Due to the
increased number of tower sites associated .vﬁth interference-limited designs, the impact
felt by public safety would be financial. In fiscally challenged communities these
constfaints can seriously affect the ability to fund and construct public safety radio
systems. }

6. The State feels the proposed modifications to the Consensus Plén will be beneficial to the
interests of public séfety. We feel the proposed threshbld levels will adequately protect
public safety operation from harniful interference caus-ed by CMRS. Additionally, these

thresholds will not require public safety radio systems to be designed on an interference-

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limited basis. To ensure the plan’s success due diligence fs required from CMRS
licensees in remedying interference caused by OOBE and intermodulation. This plan
will go a long way to protect licensees from CMRS interference. Hdwevér, once the plan
has been enacted the incumbents must remain vigilant to ensure the same mistakes are
not repeated. The problems that resulted in proceedings of WT Docket 02-55 must be
avoided to prevent them from happen again. Note that cellular like operations within the
segregated block can be handled quite easily, since effective frequency coordination can
geographically partition the technologies as necessary’.

Although we feel that there are additional minor aspects of the Consensus Proposal that
remain to be addressed, we feel comfortable at this point they can and will be resolved as
this Docket proceeds. Therefore we place the support of New York State behind the
modified Consensus Plan Proposal, and urge the Commission to adopt the proposal so

that the re-banding process may proceed as quickly as possible.

Here in Oregon, we operate on a 800 MHz trunked radio system providing

. critical public safety communications for police, fire and emergency personnel.

We are actively following this vital proceeding for public safety and request that
our views be considered.

First responders in Oregon and across the Nation are increasingly at risk
because their public safety radio communications are vulnerable to interference
from cellular phones. As cellular usage increases, the risk of garbled or blocked
police, fire and other public safety communications increases. First responders
also urgently need more 800 MHz spectrum to have “interoperable”

communications among police and firefighters and among neighboring
jurisdictions. Fortunately, a solution is available.

The Federal Communications Commission has before it a “Consensus
Plan” that would address cellular/public safety radio interference problems and
provide more of the spectrum that first responders urgently need for radio
communications.

There is no reason for the FCC
to postpone action any further.

As the Fire Chief of Tualatin Valley Fire & Rescue (TVF&R), the largest fire protection district in
Oregon, I know that effective radio communications are critical to the mission of all public safety
responders. In fact, any interference with radio transmission could mean the difference between life and
death of the victims they are rescuing or of their fellow responders. For this reason, TVF&R, the Oregon
Fire Chief’s Association (OFCA), and the Western Fire Chief’s Association (WFCA) are following the
proceedings of FCC WT Docket No. 02-55 and request that our collective views be considered.

TVF&R and over 25 other local fire, law enforcement, and public agencies throughout Washington and
Clackamas Counties use an 800 MHz trunked radio system. Our firefighters have experienced first-hand
interference from cellular phones, which garbled or blocked our radio transmissions. Across the state,
other agencies using 800 MHz systems have experienced the same problem.

The WFCA (representing fire chiefs from Alaska, Arizona, California, Hawaii, Idaho, Montana,
Nevada, Oregon, Washington, and Utah), the OFCA, and TVF&R support and encourage the FCC to
adopt the “Consensus Plan for 800 MHz Realignment” as it provides the most viable solution
formulated to date to address cellular/public safety radio interference and allocates additional spectrum

well-needed by first responders. This plan also provides for private funding to compensate licensees for
any necessary spectrum relocation. ’

Published findings and research have long pointed to the need to implement a
petmanent and long-term solution to the rise in interference in radio communications for
firefighters, police and EMS personnel across America. Like our nation’s first responders, we
call upon the Federal Communications Commission to take the necessary action to resolve this
major challenge,

Our nation’s first responders need clear and reliable communications in order to perform
their jobs effectively.
