I am outraged by your board's 3-2 decision this morning, further deregulating 
the communications industry. As one who has been active in commercial free, 
free-form radio for four years, I feel that this decision will have an 
unbelievably detrimental affect on our nation's radio airwaves, one which we 
cannot afford to have. 

Our nation's airwaves should be protected from the onslaught of large media 
corporations, who since 1996, have managed to carve up a large portion of the 
market, (most notably Clear Channel Communications). This nation was founded 
on the ideals of free speech, as exhibited by a healthy marketplace exchanging 
in the sale and trade of ideas. As we resitrict those who participate in the 
marketplace of ideas, we restrict opinions, thoughts, and the practice of free 
speech itself 

As we lose more and more of our local, commercial free radio stations to media 
behemoths, our communities are irrevocably damaged. Many local stations 
operate for free, with community volunteers. Thus, members of the community 
lose the ability to participate in the exchange of free speech in their own 
back yards when their stations are swallowed up by the agents of deregulation.
