PETITION FOR RULE MAKING 

Pursuant to 47 C.F.R. 1.401, Charles Crawford 

respectfully petitions the FCC to institute a Rule Making 

proceeding to amend the EM Table of Allotments to add 

Channel 284A at Kingsland, Texas. 

DISCUSSION 

Petitioner respectfully submits that the public 

interest would be served by allocating Channel 284A to 

Kingsland, Texas as that comunity's first local service. 

Located in Llano County Texas, Kingsland is a census 

designated place (CDP) with a population of 4,584 people. 

216 businesses in Kingsland have been given a credit rating 

by Dun & Bradstreet as of the last quarter of 2000.'

the largest population of any community in Llano County, 

Kingsland principal economic interests are tourism, 

retirement, fishing, metal fabrication and wood work. 

Kingsland has its own post office, its own zip code and its 

own volunteer fire department. Several schools are located 

in Kingsland, including Kingsland Christian Academy and 

Kingsland Head Start. A number of businesses and 

organizations in Kingsland take civic pride in their 

community by the use of Kingsland in their name, such as: 

Kingsland Shamrock, Kingsland Stone Sales, Kingsland Truck 

& Equipment, Kingsland Auto Service, Kingsland Community 

Church, Kingsland Florist, Kingsland Hioerster Clinic, 

Kingsland Inn, Kingsland Library and Kingsland Chamber of 

Commerce. Utilities are provided by the Kingsland 

Municipal Utility and water is provided by the Kingsland 

Water Supply Corporation. 

The proposed channel 284A will provide additional 

diversity and an outlet for local self-expression to 

Kingsland residents and therefore is in the public 

interest. 

Attached hereto is a channel study confirming that 

Channel 284A can be allocated to Kingsland, Texas, 

consistent with the FCC's FM separation rules. See 



revision of FM Assignment Policies and Procedures, 90 FCC 

2d 88 (1992).

1 In response to a Pehhon for Rule Malung filed by Armgo Radio, Ltd. (“Amigo”), the 
Comssion has before it for considerahon the Nohce of Proposed Rule Makng? requesting the 
subshtution of Channel 285A for Channel 285C2 at Marble Falls, Texas, and reallotment of Channel 
285A from Marble Falls, Texas, to Drippmg Springs, Texas. Armgo also requests modification of 
the license for Stat~on KXXS to specify Dripping Spnngs as the community of license. Amigo filed 
comments m wh~ch it restated its intention to file an application for Channel 285A at Dripping 
Springs No other comments were received in response to theNohce in t h ~ s  procedmg. 

2 Based upon the information presented in this proceedin& the public interest would be served 
by subshtutmg Channel 285A for Channel 285C2 at Marble Falls and reallotting Channel 285A to 
Dripp~ng Springs, Texas, smce it would result in a preferential arrangement of allotments pursuant to 
the Comrmssion’s Change of Commmty procedures As stated in the Nohce, informahon was 
provided demons!ding community status for Dripping S p ~ g .  Dnpping Spring would receive its 
first 10ca1 service fulfilling allotment pnonty (3) of the. Commission’s allotment priorities This

3 The reallotment proposal is consistent with the reqlurements set forth m Change of 
Commmzly. supra. As explained in the Nohce, Dnpping Spnngs is not located wthm an urbamzed 
area’ Therefore information responsive to a Tuck analysis to determme whether Dripping Springs 
is suKiciently independent of an urbamzed area to merit a first local service preference is not 
necessary Channel 285A can be allotted to Dnpping Springs, Texas, in compliance wth the 
Comssion’s &mum &stance separation requirements at Armgo’s specified site.’ From tlus 
site, the gam area for Dripping Springs contam 107,518 people in an area of 459 square kdometers 
wth a net loss of 226,000 people m an area of 6,049 square lalometers. Although there is a 
noticeable loss area, a staff  engmeenng analysis confirms that the community of Marble Falls will 
contmue to receive at least 16 aural services and that the entire loss area and population wdl r w v e  
five or more aural services. Further, 98 percent of the population wrthin the loss area will receive 
ten or more aural s m c e s  and no d i t e  or gray area will be created with the channel reallotment 
which provides a first local service at Dripping Springs Both the loss and gam areas are considered 
to be well served wth aural services. In accordance with Sechon 1.420(1) of the Commission’s 
Rules, we will mod@ the license for Smon KXXS to specify operation on Channel 285A at 
Dnppmg Springs, Texas, as its new commmty of license
