In my experience with our locally owned station KSHN- 
FM Fin Liberty, Texas, I can without any hesitation tell you that our entire community, county 
and the surrounding Houston area have greatly benefitted from the dedicated and constant efforts 
of the radio station personnel to get out the news. 

For the last 27 years, our community has been well served by the local€y owned and operated 
station. Through floods, hurricanes, and other disasters and accidents, the radio station has 
constantly operated to keep the public informed-ofien at great personal and financial sacrifice. 

With a small staff, it would be easy to say no to covering public and governmental meetings, 
sport, cultural and other nonprofit activities. Instead our station owner and manager has 
provided the opportunity for the public to be aware of community events without any 
consideration of financial return A regular 5 days a week program features individuals 
throughout the community who inform the public about such diverse topics as social security, 
schools, and historical events. Anytime there is a charitable or community h t i o n ,  we can count 
on the radio station to be not only a part of the activity but a worker and leader. 

In my community activities, I have personally participated with KSHN-FM m many public service 
events and I can truly say that without the enthusiastic support, public service announcements and 
programs the people of our area would be sadly uninformed and diminished m their opportunities 
to participate in their community. People in our area appreciate the great job our local radio 
station does.

As a fkequent radio listener I believe that most successfbl radio stations are providing great 
public service to their customers. If they did not, they would not exist for the long term. 

Our local radio station, KSHN.FM, is the best example of public service. During times of natural 
disasters, the radio station suspends all normal programming and provides news about what ever 
is happening. In 1994, our area experienced a great flood. As mayor, I quickly found that I 
needed a media to communicate with our citizens about the disaster, about what the city was 
doing, and about what relief plans were available. During this time, KSHN.FM was there 
providing whatever time I needed or any other public official needed to communicate with the 
citizens. This is just one example of public service during a time of disasters. 

Another example of public service is KSHN.FM local bulletin board. In rural America, it is 
difficult for local organizations to get their messages out about various fbndraisers and events. 
Our local station provides a free service of local organizations to publicize their activities. 

I am not in favor of requiring additional regulations for radio stations to provide public service. I 
believe in the free market regulations. If the public does not believe a radio station is providing 
adequate public service, the public will vote by listening to another media. 

During my business tenure of over thirty years, I have seen businesses come and go. In most 
cases, a business fails not because of the need of more regulations, but because the business 
failed to provide the service the public demands. During this time period, I have seen radio 
stations change ownership and change formats. In most cases, the owners are attempting to find 
the right formats that will serve the listening public. 

I appreciate the opportunity to voice my opinion to the FCC.

There are not enough words to 
tell you how gratefbl I am.. . . Please don’t stop what you are doing because you are changing lives.” 

Furthermore, KRGV has promoted many of our fundraising events on their station, 
increasing donations that pay for the services PDAP provides fiee of charge. Two 
KRGV employees participate on the board of PDAP and have volunteered hundreds 
of hours of their personal time.

More television and radio stations should follow the good example provided by the Hispanic 
Broadcasting Corporation (Univision radio) stations in Dallas, Texas. The stations are community 
oriented and station management has an awareness of and responds to the information needs of the 
community. 

Federal income tax laws are difficult for most Americans to completely understand. For people who 
are new to this country, the laws are a difficult maze to navigate. To help residents understand taxes, 
their filing obligation, and various credits available to them, the five local stations hosted a Community 
Forum and invited Internal Revenue Service participation. Claudia Torrescano, Hispanic 
Broadcasting's Director of Community Service invited Spanish-speaking IRS employees to give two 
seminars and answer questions. They specifically wanted their listeners to understand tax issues such 
as: filing for an Individual Tax Identification Number (ITIN) used by non-residents to file tax returns; 
and the Earned Income Tax Credit, which rewards people for worlang. 

In addition, at the invitation of the five stations, the IRS in Dallas has parhcipated in several Public 
Service Program, Public Service Announcements, and news interviews with a number of station 
employees. In those English and Spanish broadcasts, the IRS has been able to share information with 
Latino and other listeners on filing tax returns, recordkeeping, the Chlld Tax Credit, E-filing, ITIN, 
FreeFile and other topics. 

In speaking for the IRS in Dallas, I want to express my gratitude to the stations for their leadership and 
drive to meet the needs of the people in this community.
