As you know this is an emergency child abduction alert plan in which radio and 
television stations provide quick, police-generated reports on abducted children as a public 
service. Named for 9-year-old Amber Hagerman of Arlington, Texas, who was kidnapped and 
killed in January 1996, the plan allows investigators to quickly spread the word to the public 
when a child is determined to be missing. 

During this meeting on Thursday, August 3 Is', Jimmy Steele, Chief Engineer with Cumulus 
Broadcasting Inc., will explain the technical workings of the plan and answer any questions you 
may have. Thanks to Stephan Oubre, President of Mid and South Jefferson County Crime 
Stoppers, for his tireless efforts in organizing the S.O.K. alert plan in our area. Stephan will give 
an overview of the alert plan. I urge you to attend this meeting so we may finalize and put into 
action a system that we all hope we will never have to use - but will be there to assist us in a time 
of crisis shoirld one of our children ever be abducted
