
I disagree with implementing BPL because it will interfere with 
HF emergency and routine communications as used by Aircraft, MARS, Amateur 
Radio, FEMA, FAA, FBI and other Government Agencies.  It is ill conceived and  
not a good engineering solution to a nagging problem.
