Dear Mr. Adams: 

This is in response to your request, dated March 9,2004 filed on behalf of D&E 
Communications of Ohio @&E Communications), for waiver of the late payment 
penalty associated with the fiscal year (FY) 2003 regulatory fees for WABQ Inc. Our 
records indicate that we received D&E Communication’s FY 2003 regulatory faes of 
$3,200.00 for stations WABQ and WRTK on October 3 1,2003 but that you have not 
paid the $800.00 late payment penalty. 

In support of your request, you state that you were missing a Payer FRN and an 
Applicant FRN. Upon calling, you were told you could obtain your FRN on the intcmet, 
but that your computers had a problem that required days to resolve, and that then pu r  
phone lines were not working because pur long distance was “slammed.” Once you 
obtained forms and mailed them, you state that they were returned due to an error, which 
you corrected and resent the forms. Further, you state that you are a small Operation 
billing less than $500,000 annually and that after expenses you just break even each 
month. 

The Communications Act of 1934, as amended, requires the Commission to assess a late 
payment penalty of 25 percent on any regulatory fee not paid in a timely manner. It is the 
obligation of the licensees responsible for regulatory fee payments to ensure that the 
Commission receives the fee payment at the designated address no later than the final 
date on which regulatory fees are due for the year. We find that D&E Communications 
of Ohio did not meet its obligation to file its regulatory fee to be timely received by the 
Commission by September 25,2003, the final date of the regulatory fee filing window for 
FY 2003. We therefore deny your request for waiver of the penalty for late payment of 
the FY 2003 regulatory fee.

Further, although D&E Communications may have been unaware of the Commission’s 
requirement that persons and entities doing business with the Commission obtain an FCC 
Registration Number 0 and supply it with payment transactionS (including when 
paying regulatory fees), this also provides no basis for a waiver of the late charge penalty. 
The Commission has required persons and entities to use an FCC Registration Number 
when doing business with the Commission since December 3,2001.’ The adoption of 
this requirement followed public notice and comment and was published in the Federal 
Register.’ Therefore, your request for a waiver of the late charge penalty for late 
payment of the FY 2003 regulatory fee is denied. 

A late payment penalty in the amount of $800.00 for N 2003 is now due. The fae must 
be filed, together with a copy of Bill No. 0420000086 (copy enclosed), within 30 days 
fhm the date of this letter. If you have any questions concerning this matter please 
contact the Revenue and Receivables Operations Group at (202) 418-1995.
