we find that you violated the seven (7) day rule request for documentation. During
the Initial Review, the SLD requested on October 26, 2003 and November 7, 2003 a
copy of the original contracts or of the RFP for verification of inclusion of the
extension clause. As of the date of the Funding Commitment Decision Letter (FCDL),
SLD had not received a response to the requests for supporting documentation.
Consequently, SLD was unable to determine the eligibility of the funding requests
and the application was demed. On appeal, you fail to provide evidence that SLD
erred in its initial determination. Consequently, the appeal is denied.
