  On behalf of U.S. Cellular Corporation ("U.S. Cellular"), Brad Stein, 
Director of External Affairs, and I made separate ex parte presentations to the FCC 
staff listed below on February 2-3 regarding the FCC's consideration of a Further 
Notice of Proposed Rulemaking on intercarrier compensation reform and the related 
Petition for Declaratory Ruling on wireless termination tariffs filed by T-Mobile, 
Nextel, and Western Wireless.
