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Summary of the Proposed Transaction: 

RCC-LD has entered into an agreement to sell to NMC assets relating to RCC-LD’s long 

distance resale business in the State of Vermont. The sale will include RCC-LD’s customer accounts 

in Vermont Upon completion of the transaction RCC-LD will no longer operate as a reseller of 

domestic telecommunications services in the State of Vermont. 

RCC-L,D relies on “blanket” Section 214 authorization granted by the Commission for 

domestic resale operations? RCC-LD also operates as a reseller of domestic telecommunications 

services in the State ofNew Hampshire, but such operations are not included in the transferproposed 

in this application. As such, RCC-LD must retain Section 214 authorization for any domestic resale 

operations that may be ongoing when the proposed sale to NMC is completed. 

NMC anticipates no interruption of services to the public as the result of the proposed 

transaction. For all customers who do not exercise their right to change carriers, NMC will become 

their provider of domestic interexchange services

The proposed 
transaction has no potential to harm the public interest or to impair competition 
in any local exchange or in long distance toll markets. MRC plans no change in 
the rates and services offered by RCC-LD. 

Conclusion: 

As reflected herein, MRC is qualified to acquire control of the Vermont operations of RCC- 

LD Accordingly, grant of the instant application is consistent with public interest considerations.
