By this Public Notice, we seek comment on a petition filed on April 22, 2005 by SBC Services, 
Inc., on behalf of the Pacific Bell Telephone Company, Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, The 
Ameritech Operating Companies, The Southern New England Telephone Company, and Nevada Bell 
Telephone Company (collectively "SBC"), requesting a waiver of section 61.42(g) of the Commission's 
rules so that it may its exclude True 1P to PSTN (TIPToP) service from any price cap basket in the 
upcoming 2005 annual access tariff filing. TIPToP is a new service that provides VoIP providers with 
connectivity to the SBC network. TIPToP was introduced in 2004, hut there was no demand for the 
service in 2004.
