
Dear Madams and Sirs: There is much of hostility in the arguments

 for and against the elimination of code requirements for amateur

 radio. I find the only valid argument in favor of keeping the code

 requirement is for "protecting" the hobby from easy entrance from

 those who will only degrade the airways and hobby for others - the

 fear of the unlicensed, undisciplined ranks of CB radio. All other

 purposes of code are unnesessary for the hobby to continue. It is

 not a common bond among hobbiests (nor should that matter in

 licensing), nor is it an essential element to communications -

 code has not been outlawed to learn. All may learn it and use it as

 they wish. I do ask that in eliminating the code requirement you

do increase the requirements for licensing in other areas to

particularly require demonstration of good operating procedures and

 practices for legal compliance and courteous, safe operations.

Stronger enforcement and monitoring of existing on-air operators

will also help eliminate any undisiplined (current or future)

operators from destroying the civility of this communication hobby.

I personally would be happy to pay double license fees for stronger

legal enforcement and removal of disruptive and discourteous

operators. Thank you.
