Preferred Communication Systems, Inc. (“Preferred”) is licensed to operate commetcial wireless
systems in the 800 MHz band and as a result has been actively involved in the 800 MHz band
reconfiguration proceeding' In the Public Notice opening this Docket, the Commission claimed
that its Inztial Report and Order in the rebanding proceeding “created access to an average 4.5
megahertz of additional spectrum for public safety licensees.” ®

The attached teport by Concepts To Operations, Inc. (“CTO”), an expetienced
telecommunications and information systems engineering and consulting firm, raises setious
questions about that broad claim. The catreful analysis confirms that in a number major U.S.
cities, including Boston and Miami, the real facts just do not support the Commission’s assertion.
The Congress should not be led to believe that the Commission’s Rebanding Orders have had a
uniformly salutary effect for local emergency response providers. This is particularly true when
coupled with the ongomg mteroperablhty problems identified by the recent Hurricane Katrina
experiences. Therefore, in preparing its own report to Congress, the Commission must address,
and cannot simply ignore, the spectrum shortfall identified by CTO.
