This responds to your June 20,2005 request filed on behalf of Trustee Linda S. Bloom 
for waiver of the regulatory fee for fiscal year (FY) 2004 for Runnels Broadcasting 
System, LLC, Debtor in Possession (Runnels Broadcasting), on grounds of financial 
hardship. Our records show that Runnels Broadcasting has not paid the FY 2004 
regulatory fees. 

ln support of your request, you state that Runnels Broadcasting has been in Chapter 11 
bankruptcy since July 16, 2002 and that Ms. Bloom was appointed Trustee on December 
7,2004. You attach supporting documentation. As stated in previous letters, the 
Commission will grant waivers of its regulatory fees on a sufficient showing of financial 
hardship. Evidence of bankruptcy or receivership is sufficient to establish financial 
hardship. See Implementation of Section 9 of the Communications Act, 10 FCC Rcd 
12759,12761-62 (1995) (waivers granted for licensees whose stations are bankrupt, 
undergoing Chapter 11 reorganization, or in receivership). Based on the documents you 
submit concerning Runnels Broadcasting's bankruptcy status, your request for waiver of 
the regulatory fees for FY 2004 is granted.

REQUEST FOR WAIVER OF PAYMENT 
OF FISCAL YEAR 2004 REGULATORY FEES 

Linda S. Bloom, Trustee for Runnels Broadcasting System, LLC (“Trustee”), by 

it attorneys and pursuant to Section 1.1 117 of the Commission’s Rules, hereby requests 

that the Commission waive the requirements that Runnels Broadcasting System, LLC, 

Debtor in Possession (“Runnels Broadcasting”), make payment for regulatory fees for 

fiscal year 2004.’ This pleading is in response to several letters dated May 19, 2005 

issued by the Federal Communications Commission to Runnels Broadcasting, the 

previous licensee of the above-referenced radio stations, for failure to timely make 

payment for the 2004 regulatory fees.’ The Trustee satisfies the Commission’s 

requirements for financial hardship to justify waiver of the regulatory fees, and any late 

fee penalties that could be imposed. For the reasons listed below, a waiver of those fees

The Trustee also requests, to the extent necessary, deferral of 

Linda S. Bloom, Trustee for Runnels Broadcasting System, LLC, is the successor 

to Runnels Broadcasting. The FCC approved the application for involuntary assignment 

of licenses of these stations from Runnels Broadcasting to the Trustee on January 7, 2005 

and the parties consummated the transaction on January 10, 2005.3 Accordingly, the 

Trustee as the successor assignee to Runnels Broadcasting does not have the obligation to 

pay the 2004 regulatory fees of Runnels Broadcasting, the predecessor in interest. 

The Trustee in its own right, however, may request a waiver of the obligation to 

pay the 2004 regulatory fees. Section 1.11 17 of the Commission’s rules provides for a 

waiver of regulatory fees upon a showing of good cause and finding that the public 

interest will be served. The Commission will grant waivers of its regulatory fees on a 

sufficient showing of financial hardship, and evidence of bankruptcy or receivership is 

sufficient to establish financial hardship. See Implementation of Section 9 of the 

Communications Act, 10 FCC Rcd 12759, 12761-62 (1995) (waivers granted for 

licensees whose stations are bankrupt, undergoing Chapter 11 reorganization, or in 

receivership). Runnels Broadcasting has been in Chapter 11 bankruptcy since July 16, 

2002, and most recently the radio stations licensed to Runnels Broadcasting was assigned 

to the Trustee pursuant to an involuntary assignment and order by a bankruptcy 

In addition, the Commission has granted requests by Runnels Broadcasting in 

2002 and 2003 for waiver of the 2002 and 2003 regulatory fees. See Letter dated October

Commission granted the waivers of the regulatory fees because Runnels Broadcasting 

made a sufficient showing of financial hardship that Runnels Broadcasting is in Chapter 

1 1  bankruptcy.6 

The Trustee requests deferral of payment of the regulatory fees for fiscal year 

2004, to the extent that such deferral is necessary. Since the Trustee was not the licensee 

when the regulatory fees for fiscal year 2004 had to be submitted, the Trustee was not in 

a position to pay the regulatory fees. The purpose of requesting a deferral of payment of 

the regulatory fees is to avoid the imposition of any payment penalties for failure to 

timely pay the regulatory fees. Since the May 19, 2005 letters already include the 

imposition of payment penalties and given the likelihood of success of this petition, the 

public interest would not be served by submission of the regulatory fees at this time 

Accordingly, the Trustee respectfully submits that both Runnels Broadcasting and 

the Trustee qualify for waiver of their obligations to pay the 2004 regulatory fees, and 

that the Commission waive the 2004 regulatory fees
