As Convenor, it is my duty to inform the Public Safety community in Tennessee of the Initial meeting and to
solicit assistance in developing a plan for the usage of the new 700 MHz that the FCC has allocated to Public
Safety. Enclosed you will find a Federal Communications Commission Public Notice. This Public Notice is
announcing the initial meeting of the 700 MHz Planning Region, Region 39, which encompasses the entire
State of Tennessee.

Public Safety as defined by the FCC rules under 90.20a, includes law enforcement, fire, EMS, rescue,
emergency management, public works, street departments, utilities such as water, electric, sewer, gas,
hospitals, schools, state colleges and universities, transit, parks, environmental agencies, and other local and
state governmental agencies.

The new 700 MHz radio spectrum (746 MHz — 806 MHz) has been reallocated by the FCC from the TV
broadcast spectrum. The FCC has reallocated TV channels 63 & 64 and 68 & 69 to Public Safety. The new
Public Safety spectrum will incorporate both voice and date channels as well as an emphasis on
interoperability (mutual aid) channels (local, state, federal and disaster relief agencies) and some reserve
channels for new technologies as they are developed.

In order for Tennessee Region 39 to develop the best plan possible, the planning committee needs to consist
of a cross-section of Public Safety (local, state and federal) agencies. The participation of your agency or
your technical representative would be greatly appreciated.

This meeting will be held Tuesday, May 8, 2001, at 10 A.M., CDST, at the Tennessee Wildlife Resources
Agency, Region 2 Conference room, 5105, Edmondson Pike, Ellington Agriculture Center, in Nashville.
At this meeting, a chairperson will be selected and committees formed to begin the plan development.
