
I want to express my opposition to proposal RM-11306.

The concept of regulating the Amateur Radio frequency spectrum by

bandwidth is flawed. Besides creating a daunting enforcement

task for the FCC this proposal

will do next to nothing to ensure more

efficient use of existing spectrum as well as to balance out the

spectrum between heavilly utilized portions of the bands and underutilized portions. A part of the

amateur radio hobby

involves active experimentation with home built equipment,

modes, etc. this proposal will serve to hinder that type of

activity rather than promote it. 

 

I think a more sensible approach would be to impose less

regulation and open up the bands to all modes thus ensuring

expedient use of allocated frequencies and reduce the overcrowding

problems that are experienced on many of the ham bands today.

The ARRL plan (RM-11306) does little to address these  problems

and instead only proposed more regulation that will have little,

if any, effect on improving existing conditions.
