Snap Telecommunications, Inc. (“Snap”) submits this letter in response to the 
Commission’s Public Notices released on Jan. 30, 20061 and Feb. 2, 2006.2  Although 
Snap has filed a Form 499-A with the Universal Service Administration Company 
and other regulatory filings in preparation for launching its telecommunications 
services [in the next several weeks], it has not yet commenced delivery of 
telecommunications services at this time.   
 

Snap is currently developing procedures to ensure the protection of CPNI in 
compliance with the Commission’s rules in 47 C.F.R. § 64.2000-09.  Once Snap 
begins its operations, it will file its certificate of compliance and accompanying 
statement with the Commission and of course will fully comply with the 
Commission’s rules.
