Topics Discussed:  (1) Pegasus’ view that the Upper 700 MHz rebanding proposals that 
we presented with other licensees in our August 2005 White Paper urgently require 
resolution and should be framed in a NPRM at the earliest opportunity.  (2) Pegasus’ 
request that these rebanding proposals be included in the forthcoming NPRM based on 
NPSTC’s February 6, 2006 filing in the above referenced dockets, or at the very least in a 
concurrently issued NPRM.  (3) Pegasus’ concern that if the NPSTC proposals and our 
Upper 700 MHz rebanding proposals are not considered together, resolution of the 
NPSTC proposal could prejudge issues that are important to fair consideration of our 
rebanding proposals and thus adversely affect the public’s interest in efficient spectrum 
allocation and near-term deployment of broadband in Upper 700.
