RE: Request for exemption from commission's closed caption rules

To Whom It May Concern:

I am writing in regards to the Commission's closed captioning rules. 1 produce a local TV show called "STATE CHAMPS! High
School Sports Show", which appears once a week on only one local broadcast station here in Detroit (WMYD). Compliance would
impose an undue burden on our show for the following reasons according to section 79.1 d of the Commission's rules for captioning:

1. We are locally produced and our show is non-news with no repeat value. We talk about local high school sports and what is
happening in the upcoming week. After the weekly airing, the show has no repeat value what so ever. Additionally, this
program is shot and edited on Friday nights for a Saturday morning airtime. Final dubbing occurs within 3 hours of the
airtime.

2. We generate sponsorships from the local community to cover our production and airtime costs. This sponsorship revenue is
also used to purchase and maintain broadcast television quality camera and editing equipment that is only used for this
program. Closed captioning costs in Detroit range from $400 to $500. Any minimal profits will likely be erased by these
costs.

We are a small company producing a local "Sports Show" that simply services our community. We respectfully request that "STATE
CHAMPS! High School Sports Show" be exempted from the close captioning requirement for the above stated reasons.
