My station creates family friendly programming for the 
local Hispanic community, while also creating educational opportunities through free English-tutorins 
programs. Giving back to this community while staying true to my faith i s  important to me. 

Docket # 07-16 proposes a free network of nationwide broadband Internet access with a standard filter to 
prevent access to harmful websites by children. I support this proposal for several reasons. First, I believe 
that creating this network would create an easier way for many of our minority citizens to access important 
information. Many families simply cannot afford Internet access. Second, an internet service provider that 
effectively blocks indecent content would foster a safer environment for our children, while allowing them 
educational opportunities that they may not be able to participate in otherwise. 

Finally- and perhaps most importantly- a free nationwide network of broadband access would provide an 
invaluable opportunity to create a greater sense of community among many of  our minority citizens. 
Tampa's Hispanic community faces many challenges, and fostering the transfer of important information 
more quickly may help our residents supersede these challenges.
