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In the Matter of David L. Titus, Order To Show Cause (DA 07-377). was issued
by the Chief, Enforcement Bureau on January 30,2007. The first Prehearing Conference
was held on March 27,2007. Order FCC 07M-08, released March 5,2007. Counsel for
all parties appeared and participated in all rulings. (Transcript, passin.)

On March 9,2007, the Enforcement Bureau served Interrogatoriesand Request
for Production of Documents. On March 22,2007, the Respondent served Response and
General Objections, and a Request for Additional Time In Which to Answer and Object.
Respondent needs reasonable time to respond specifically and/or object. Respondent also
reserved the right to withhold informationor documents based on any applicable
privilege, subject to later rulings of the Presiding Judge.

Without objection, the following pleading cycle was set; '

April 6,2007 - Respondent files and serves Answers and
Objectionsto Interrogatories, and files and serves
Production of Documents and Objections to
Document Request.

April 6,2007 - Respondent files and serves "'Privilege Log"*
with respect to each document withheld on an
assertion of privilege.

April 18,2007 - Bureau files and serves Response to Answers
and Production, and/or files and serves Motion to
Compel Answers and/or Production of Documents

On or before the service date, counsel for the parties shall e-mail courtesy copies of pleadings to
opposing counsel, to the Presiding Judge, and to the OALJ Administrative Officer. Respondent also will
fax additional copies to OALJ. Bureau counsel also shall hand deliver or fax copiesto OALJ.

Witnesses, including Respondent, who are to testify at trial shall submit direct
testimony in writing and be made available for cross-examination in open-court, unless
an appropriate Protective Order is issued. *
