SAN FRANCISCO-October 1 8 , 2 0 0 6 M o r e  and more U.S. households are dropping their 
landlines and opting to go completely wireless. According to Telephia, the largest provider of 
consumer research to the communications and new media markets, households in Detroit and 
Minneapolis-St. Paul have the highest rate of wireless substitution among the 20 largest cities in 
the country. Detroit and Minneapolis-St. Paul posted household wireless substitution rates of 19 
and 15.2 percent, respectively (see Table 1). The Tampa metropolitan area secured a 15.1 percent 
rate, representing nearly 177,000 households. Nearly 219,000 (14.3%) households in Atlanta and 
220,000 (13.6%) households in Washington D.C. cut the cord. Rounding out the top 10 were 
Phoenix, Seattle, Denver, Boston and Los Angeles. 

“Several factors influence the rate of wireless substitution across different metropolitan markets 
including income levels, ethnic mix, and average age,” said Kanishka Agarwal, Telephia’s VP of 
New Products. “Telephia provides wired and wireless service providers with the research they 
need to understand and track this important change in consumer behavior at the market level.” 

San Francisco: Tech Capital Holding onto Landline 
San Francisco, which generally leads the nation in the adoption of many new technology 
products, landed at the bottom of the list. According to Telephia, the San Francisco metropolitan 
area posted just a 5.5 percent wireless substitution rate, which works out to be a little over 
105.000 households. 

“San Franciscans have traditionally been early adopters of advanced technologies. It is a bit of a 
surprise to see this metro much lower on the list, but this could be driven by the area’s high 
income level or its relatively low level of mobile network quality,” added Agarwal. “For 
topology and zoning reasons, mobile networks in San Francisco are not as reliable as compared 
to other top cities and it’s a less attractive substitute.”

Forget about paying for wireless Internet access at places such as Starbucks and FedEx Kinko's. On Monday, the Downtown Denver 
Partnership began offering the service for free along the 16th Street Mall. 

From Civic Center Station to Union Station, individuals sitting outside can browse the Internet using a Wi-Fi, or wireless fidelity, 
connection. The service is intended for use outdoors, but it can be picked up from inside some buildings and parked cars. It's ais0 
available in Skyline Park along Arapahoe Street. 

Marvin Carter, a senior marketing consultant who lives in Denver part time, wasn't aware of the new service, but once he logged on, 
he was impressed. 

"Wow, this is pretty neat," said Carter, who was using his laptop on the patio a t  the Paramount Cafe on Monday afternoon. "I do a 
lot of work out and about downtown, and I always have to go to a Starbucks to get online. 

"TO have it free in an area like this is definitely a pius." 

Offering public Internet access in a popular area of the city helps put Denver "on the cutting edge" of offering a service that residents 
and tourists want, said Tami Door, the partnership's president and chief executive. 

"As we look at creating gathering places and having people use the downtown pedestrian environment, this is one way to encourage 
that," she said. "It's a really nice amenity." 

James Bradley, an analyst with downtown's RedPeak Properties, was able to log on to the server while sitting inside the Starbucks a t  
16th Street and Court Place. 

"I wasn't sure if it would work in here, but I have a really strong signal," he said. "I think it's an absolutely wonderful service. I bring 
my laptop just about everywhere. More and more work is being done out of the office." 

Broomfield-based Kiva Networks has a contract with the partnership to install and maintain the free service. Access is unlimited this 
week but will later be restricted to two hours per 24-hour period. 

Door said the group is not paying Kiva Networks for the service. Last year, the partnership spent $1,000 on a Wi-Fi feasibility study. 

Kiva officials said they would fund the operation and maintenance of the network through advertising on the Web page seen when 
users first log on. 

The mail network, called the Downtown Wi-Fi Zone, is distributed using a central server and antenna on top of the partnership's 
headquarters at 16th Street and Glenarm Place. 

Another location, which runs strictly on solar power, is set up at the Denver Pavilions, said Ief f  Grant, principal engineer for Kiva. 

Small antennas affixed to 16 light poles along the mall allow users to access the signal. 

The network took about three weeks to design and build, said Grant. 

Both FedEx Kinko's and Starbucks offer wireless Internet for a fee through T-Mobile. A full day of access costs $9.95. 

Despite experiences such as Bradley's, in which he was able to get the partnership's free service from inside a Starbucks, the Coffee 
shop isn't worried about losing business. 

'"People come here for the experience of Starbucks," said Michelle Grove, one of the managers for the Starbucks at 16th and Blake 
streets. "ICs about being able to have the tools they need (Internet access) in that meeting place."

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But Suresh Pabba, a marketing executive who works downtown, said he would definitely forgo spending up t o  $24 a month for 
wireless service at Starbucks and FedEx Kinko's and try the partnership's service. 

"Yes, I would try (the free service) and stop going t o  FedEx," he said 

Kiva, which also installed the free Wi-Fi system available in Cherry Creek North, said its technology will automatically boot users ofl 
the network if they abuse the two-hour limit. 

The process of bringing Wi-Fi t o  the 16th Street Mall was smooth compared with other cities, such as San Francisco and Philadelphia, 
where efforts t o  make Wi-Fi available t o  the entire city have been met with opposition from telecommunications and cable companies 
eager to sell their broadband services packaged with phone and cable N offerings. 

Free Wi-Fi access is also available along the Pearl Street Mall in Boulder. Glenwood Springs and Frisco offer city-funded Wi-Fi service.

What you should know about the Wi-Fi service on 16th Street Mall provided by the Downtown Denver Partnership: 

Q: What is Wi-Fi? 

A: Wireless fidelity, a technology that enables Internet use from a computer without a physical, wired connection t o  the Internet. 

Q: How do I get it? 

A: Your computer must be equipped with a wireless card o r  adapter. Some laptops have this function built in; others require a 
separate piece of hardware that can be inserted into the back or side of the computer. 

Q: Is there a cost for using the new service downtown? 

A Basic service - two hours during a 24-hour period - is free. Kiva Networks, the Broomfield company maintaining the network, said 
i t  will charge a fee for unlimited services and more secure services. 

Q: Do I have t o  be outside t o  use it? Will i t  work inside buildings or in places with fee-based Wi-Fi service such as Starbucks or 
Kin ko's? 

A: The service primarily is for use outside along the mall. Depending on the structure and location of the building, you may be able 
t o  get the partnership's free service inside. 

Q: Is it high-speed? 

A: Kiva Networks said download speeds are at 1 megabit per second, which is faster than dial-up but a bit  slower than DSL and 
cable.

Ten west-metro communities stretching from Lakewood to Boulder are working together to create one of the largest regional Wi-Fi 
networks in the country. 

The so-called Colorado Wireless Communities network would be privately funded and operated and would blanket each of the 10 
cities, an area that cove- about 220 square miles and more than 600,000 people. 

The group will issue a request for proposals by Nov. 1, said Christopher Puccio, director of information technology for Boulder 

The goal is to have a private vendor start building the network by the third quarter of 2007, with the process taking 12 to 18 
months, Puccio said. 

The network would be open to city agencies and residents for a fee, expected to range from $20 to $30 a month. A discounted rate 
would be given to low-income residents. The group is aiming to  get upload and download speeds of 1 to  2 megabits per second, 
Puccio said. Qwest's basic high-speed service is 1.5 mbps, and Comcast's basic service is 6 mbps. 

Municipal Wi-Fi, as such networks are called, has caught on in dozens of cities across the country, including Philadelphia, San 
Francisco and New Orleans. 

I n  many cases, companies including EarthLink and MobilePro finance, build and operate the networks. EarthLink is expected to spend 
$15 million to $18 million to build a network in Philadelphia that covers 135 square miles. 

I n  exchange, the cities give the companies access to infrastructure and other assistance. The companies get the monthly user fees 
from customers. 

The companies get '"one-stop shopping for rights-of-way agreements (and) leasing arrangements," said Clark Iohnson, assistant to  
the city manager for Arvada. "One thing that communities have are a lot of assets out on the streets that others can use to  place 
antennas, etc." 

The cities get lower-cost and more widely accessible high- speed Internet service for government agencies and residents. 

"The fact that they're asking for competitive bids probably means that the residents of this 10-city area wiii get a good price," said 
Ron Binz, chairman of Colorado Common Cause, a public-interest group. "More importantly, it's going to happen." 

Today, 135 cities are in the process of deploying a regional Wi-Fi network, according to  Muniwireiess.com, a portal for news and 
information about such projects. I n  lu ly  2005, the number was 34. 

More cities are moving toward Wi-Fi to "save money on operations and become more efficient," said Esme Vos, founder of 
Muniwireiess.com. 

"For example, if you have citywide Wi-Fi, and the cops can roam around and use the network and download information from state 
and local databases while on the road, it saves them time," Vos said. 

Locally, Vail and Longmont have plans for citywide Wi-Fi networks. 

The Downtown Denver Partnership launched a network along the 16th Street Mali this year that is free for the first two hours. 

The city of Denver is reviewing proposals for a network, but only for government use.
