 On May 23, 2007, Kelsi Reeves of Time Warner Telecom Inc. and the undersigned met with 
Scott Bergmann, Legal Advisor to Commissioner Jonathan Adelstein.  During the meeting, we 
explained that the FCC should not grant nondominant treatment of BOC in-region interLATA services 
unless it establishes sufficient service quality and pricing regulation of upstream inputs used to provide 
in-region interLATA services.  We also explained that all such regulations should apply to Ethernet 
services as well as DSn and OCn local access inputs.  Pursuant to Section 1.1206(b) of the 
Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R. § 1.1206(b), a copy of this notice is being filed electronically in each of 
the above-referenced proceedings.
