Some organizations oppose "network neutrality" because they claim it
IS unnecessary government regulation, and contrary to the free market.
Instead, they argue for so-called "deregulation.” Strangely, they

never seem to complain about these _other_ bits of government
interference:

Tax breaks or other government-guaranteed incentives for telecom
providers

Government granting of exclusionary/preferential franchising of certain areas to telecom providers

Government-enforced easements or right-of-way for telecom providers

Only after *those* government intrusions are abolished, will there
be any legitimate argument against network neutrality!
