Pursuant to Section 1.1206 of the Commission’s rules, 47 C.F.R. § 1.1206, the
BSPA and Knology submits this notice of an ex parte presentation in the above-
captioned proceedings.

On July 12, 2007 I had meetings on behalf of Knology and the Broadband
Service Providers Association (BSPA) with Michelle Carey, Legal Advisor to
Chairman Martin to discuss the Commission’s rulemaking on the Further Notice of
Proposed Rulemaking for the current Franchising Proceeding MB Docket No. 05-
311 and the rulemaking for the further extension of the program access rules MB
