I live in SouthernWalk community (proposed build out of 2200 homes both
single family and townhouses) where the telecommunication services are
setup to be offered by OpenBand. The builder VanMetre has made us aware
(when signing the contract) that since there was no infrastructure to provide
these services when they(VanMetre) started building, they (VanMetre)
entered into an exclusive agreement with a service provider (OpenBand).
Although the contract we signed does not stop us from seeking competitors
services, it does compel us to pay for the services whether or not we use
Openband services (Bulk billing issue).

The contract in place in the SouthernWalk community comes very close to
anti competitive practices because most residents cannot afford to subscribe
to services from multiple service providers.

Since the builder has a stake in the company (Openband) that is offering the
services there is a clear case of conflict of interest.

Exclusive agreements and Bulk billing are anti competitive and I am looking
forward to FCC to rule such agreements illegal.
