12, 2007. We discussed GCI’s proposal to exclude certain service provided on tribal
lands and Alaska Native Regions from the proposed competitive eligible
telecommunications carrier Universal Service Fund cap. We also discussed whether
imposing a cap on CETC support was appropriate, and whether a broader Alaska
exemption should be created.
