This is to advise you that, on February 20, 2008, Rural Cellular Association and T-Mobile,
U.S.A. filed a Petition for Review in the U.S. Court ofAppeals for the District of Columbia
Circuit pursuant to 47 u.s.e. § 402(a), of the following order: In the Matter ofWireless E911
Location Accuracy Requirements, Revision ofthe Commission's Rules to Ensure Compatibility
with Enhanced 911 Emergency Calling Systems, Association ofPublic-Safety Communications
Officials-International, Inc. Requestfor Declaratory Ruling, 91]" 1;fluirementsfor IP-Enabled
Service Providers, PS Docket No. 07-114, CC Docket No. 94-102 and we Docket No. 05-196,
Report and Order, 22 FCC Red 201050007). On February 21,2008, Celleo Partnership d/b/a
Verizon Wireless and, on February 25, 2008, Sprint Nextel Corporation also filed Petitions for
Review ofthe same order.

Petitioners seek review ofthe above-referenced Commission's rulemaking order requiring
wireless carriers to satisfy E911 location accuracy standards at the geographical level defmed by
the coverage area of a public safety answering point.

The Court has docketed these cases as Nos. 08-1069, 08-1070 and 08-1076. The attorney
assigned to handle the litigation of these cases is Laurence N. Bourne.
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
