It seems that so many radio
stations today are dime store merchants of bathroom humor, rhetoric, and
music that condones and applauds objectifying women, irreverence, and
apathy. For me, the opportunity to listen to a station like KLOVE, which has
positive music, words of encouragement, and statements of faith, gives me a
mindset and perspective I need.

I oppose the proposed rule changes because I believe they could adversely
impact many stations, including KLOVE.
