On June 12, David Honig of the Minority Media and Telecommunications Council 
(“MMTC”), Jane Mago and the undersigned of the National Association of 
Broadcasters (“NAB”) met with Elizabeth Andrion of Chairman Martin’s office, Erika 
Olsen, Deputy Bureau Chief, Public Safety & Homeland Security Bureau and 
Thomas Beers, Chief, Policy Division, Public Safety & Homeland Security Bureau.   
 
As noted in MMTC et al.’s recent Request to Defer Action on Multlingual Issues 
(dated June 5, 2008),  NAB, MMTC the Florida Association of Broadcasters (“FAB”) 
have developed a voluntary “test plan” aimed at providing multilingual emergency 
information in hurricane-prone areas with significant multilingual populations.   
 
We discussed timing and coordination of planning sessions and requested the 
Commission designate staff to help facilitate regional meetings, including engaging 
the participation of the Federal Emergency Management Agency (“FEMA”).  
 
Additionally, David Honig briefly met with Commissioner Deborah Tate and 
indicated that the test plan (on which the commissioner had earlier been briefed) 
had been developed and presented to the Commission.
