On July 15, 2008, on behalf of the National Association of Broadcasters (“NAB”),
the undersigned met with Commissioner Deborah Taylor Tate and her legal
advisor, Amy Blankenship, and Commissioner Robert McDowell, and his legal
advisors, Angela Giancarlo and Cristina Chou Pauzé, regarding the proposed
merger of XM Satellite Radio Holdings, Inc. (“XM”) and Sirius Satellite Radio, Inc.
