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This is to advise you that, on November 4, 2008, National Association of State Utility Consumer
Advocates ("Petitioner") filed a Petition for Review in the U.S. Court ofAppeals for the District
of Columbia Circuit pursuant to 47 U.S.C. § 402(a), of the following order: In the Matter of
Service Quality, Customer Satisfaction, Infrastructure and Operating Data Gathering Petition of
AT&TInc.for Forbearance Under 47 USc. § I60(c) From Enforcement ofCertain ofthe
