By the Acting Chief, Media Bureau:

I. The Media Bureau grants, on its own motion, an extension of time for Cox Enterprises, Inc.;
Calvary, Inc.; Bonneville International Corp.; Scranton Times LP; and Morris Communications (jointly
"Media Parties") to file amendments to pending waiver requests or renewal applications or to file requests
for permanent waivers of the newspaper/broadcast cross-ownership rule.' The extension is necessary to

Commission's modi lied newspaper/broadcast cross-ownership rule.' As a result. the new deadline for
these lliings is August 10,2009"

2. Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED, that pursuant to authority under Sections 4(i) and 303(r) of
the Communications Act of 1934, as amended, 47 V.S.c. §§ 154 and 303(r), and Section 1.46 of the
Commission's rules, 47 C.E'.R. § 1.46, and pursuant to authority delegated to the Media Bureau pursuant
to Sections 0.204 and 0.283 of the Commission's rules, 47 C.F.R. §§ 0.204, 0.283, an extension of time as
described above IS GRANTED, .ILla sponte, until August 10, 2009. This Order does not constitute action
on the Media Parties' request to further extend the deadline.
