In the past month, AT&T has met several times with Commission staff to discuss the
Commission’s authority to refocus its existing universal service programs to support broadband
infrastructure and services. In those meetings we explained how the Commission could
accomplish this goal by relying on its existing authority in section 254 and Title | of the
Communications Act of 1934, as amended. The attached white paper details our analysis.
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
