Mr. Schwartzman discussed the above-captioned dockets. He urged prompt and positive
action on the pending reconsideration petition filed by Common Cause, et al., and asked that the
Commission revisit its treatment of the TV duopoly rule.

Withrespect to the newspaper/broadcast cross-ownership rule, Mr. Schwartzman argued that
the brief filed by the so-called Citizen Petitioners in the Prometheus Radio Project case exposed
vulnerabilitiesinthe Commission’ suseof theso-called“4 Factor” and* 7 hour news” tests. Heasked
that grant of the reconsideration petition would strengthen the Commission’ s position in court.

Astothe TV duopoly rule, Mr. Schwartzman argued that the Commission would benefit if
theit revisiteditstreatment of that provision. Healso said that clarification of theruleshouldinclude
consideration of the impact of the digital television conversion upon the TV duopoly rule.
