Neutrality, would my school even be allowed to do that? Would | be charged large fee's just to do
that by my ISP? Would other students be outright blocked due to their ISP blocking them?

Net Neutrality allows the individual to decide what is important to them and not some business that
dictates them what is important to them. This allows to me go to online classes, chat with friend and
loved ones thousands of miles away, download music/movies/books from independent artists, or
simply play a game with someone on the other side of the world. Net Neutrality allows me to do this
without having to worry about paying extra money or that | can simply do it at all.

The FCC can't cut private deals that would hand control over the Internet to a few massive phone and
cable companies. Any compromise that allows Internet providers to build toll lanes online is not real
Net Neutrality.
